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General Information

Western Kentucky University is part of the public 
Kentucky postsecondary education system, which 
includes eight four-year institutions and a community 
and technical college system comprised of 16 
institutions. By statute, Western Kentucky University 
is governed by its Board of Regents. The Kentucky 
Council on Postsecondary Education (CPE) serves as 
a coordinating board for the system.
WKU’s undergraduate division provides four-year 
programs leading to the Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor 
of Fine Arts, Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies,  
Bachelor of Music, Bachelor of Science, Bachelor 
of Science in Nursing, and Bachelor of Social Work 
degrees. Ninety-seven academic majors that lead to 
the baccalaureate degree and 75 academic minors 
are available. A number of professional and pre-
professional advising tracks provide additional 
options.
Four associate degree programs are also offered 
leading to the Associate of Arts, Associate of 
Interdisciplinary Studies, Associate of Science, and 
Associate of Science in Nursing degrees. Thirty-six 
undergraduate certificate programs are also offered. 

The Graduate School at WKU offers graduate  
education in 89 degree and certificate programs. The
