1. 750 word composition written by the student that describes
a) the activity or interest area for which the student is being nominated;
b) how the student became interested /involved in the activity including who provided the nominee with
guidance;
¢) what impact the activity has had on the nominee and others;
d) why the student feels his / her effort is important; and
e) how the student’s future plans and goals have been affected by this activity or interest area.

2. Letter of recommendation:
a) from someone other than a nominee’s family member,
b) explaining why the student nominee is deserving of the award,
c) what sets him or her apart from other students, and
d) how the nominee is impacting others.

3. Two current photos of the student (no photocopies — school photo preferable).

4. A signed release form completed by a parent or guardian, including student’s social security number (must have
to purchase savings bond).

KAGE accepts self-nominations and nominations from parents, teachers, students, and community and civic
groups. Please submit nomination and additional required materials by December 17, 2011 to KAGE. The award
will be presented at the KAGE annual meeting, February 7, 2012, at the Marriott Griffin Gate in Lexington. Please
call the KAGE office at 270.745.4301 or go to www.wku.edu/kage for questions or a nomination form.
