
Chemistry 520: Inorganic Chemistry

Course Description:

A graduate level course in inorganic chemistry.  Topics will include the theoretical and semi-empirical concepts of inorganic chemistry, the descriptive chemistry of  the main group and transition metal elements, atomic and molecular structure, ionic and covalent bonding, periodic relationships, nuclear chemistry, acid/base theory, coordination chemistry and an introduction to symmetry with applications to chemistry.
