The 
project, Alliance to Enhance Entrepre-
neurial Impact to Stimulate Economic 
Growth Among Underserved Groups in 
North America, provides opportunity 
for student and faculty mobility, along 
with curricular development in the area 
of entrepreneurship. Primary among 
the goals is to develop a relationship 

between the students and faculty of the 
partner schools and underserved popu-
lations associated with each partner 
school.
