Abstract: This fall, WKU will offer several online and Independent Learning sections of general education courses. These online gen-ed courses can provide enriched resources for active learning; increase student interaction; improve methods to ensure student progress and accountability; and help accommodate student demand.

The Office of Distance Learning, though the TSonline Center, assists faculty in the development or enhancement of online courses. In this presentation you will learn about resources available for online course development. Additionally, we will showcase online Gen-ed courses that facilitate student learning through various interactive features such as online testing, assignment forms, animations, discussion forums, multimedia, and more. 

Title:  Lecture Capture for Gen-Ed Courses (Afternoon Session Only)

Abstract: WKU currently licenses software (Tegrity) that can capture lectures and automatically store and indexed them within the right course for enrolled students to access securely. This system allows students web access to complete video recordings of the actual classroom lectures, and lecture notes, immediately after the in-class sessions are completed. 

Lecture class-capture of University courses has been shown to impact learning, student satisfaction, and retention. Class-capture makes class time available to students for replay anytime, anywhere. Educators know that the more students can see, hear, and experience a class, the better they learn. Additionally, students can pay attention to the faculty during class rather than desperately taking notes (which are often inadequate or even incorrect) and review the class material for exams. 
In this presentation you will learn how and why to use lecture capture in your Gen-ed course.
