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In addition to the services and accommodations described in the Office for Disability Services brochure and the Disability Services document, “Keys to Success for WKU Students with Disabilities”, the Coordinator of Disability Services arranges accommodations for the visually impaired student in such areas as course materials, note taking, exams, computers, and special subjects.

Text Books
To make course materials accessible to the student, textbooks are available in CD format. For further information contact – Student Success Center, Room 200A.  Phone: (270) – 745 – 5004.
Note Taking

A note taker, typically a fellow student, can be provided for each class.  If you need a notetaker, request a notebook from the Office of Student Disability Services, Student Success Center, Room 200A.  The student can also request to tape record classes so that notes may be reviewed without the note taker being present.  The note taker includes materials which are placed on a blackboard, and professors are asked to verbalize to the class whatever is written on the board.
Exams

Whenever necessary, the Student Disability Services Office requests alternative testing conditions and/or additional testing time.  The exams and student responses are given in such a manner that results of the exam represent the student’s achievement in the course rather than the student’s disability except when such skills are the factors the exam purports to measure.  Usually the exam will be read to the student or put on tape. Contact : Student Success Center, Room 200A. 

Special Subjects

WKU recognizes that to be effectively communicated, some subjects such as calculus and physics must be translated into a specialized language such as (Braille) and/or into specific medium (such as tactile/written rather than verbal).  With respect to such subjects, and subject to the related costs and timing constraints, the Coordinator will endeavor to provide course materials and examinations in the appropriate language and medium.  Because a specialized Braille transcription of texts must begin at least one semester prior to the semester the text is needed, the student who wishes to request this transcription must anticipate courses and reading materials two semesters in advance.  A specialized Braille version of an exam cannot be provided unless the Student Disability Services Office receives a copy of the exam from the professor at least two weeks in advance. 
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
