Academic Program Review Defining Principles
Defining Principles

1. The primary purpose of the academic program review process is to ensure that quality is an integral component of all University programs. 

2. Academic program review will be an ongoing process that contributes to refining the institution’s programmatic directions and priorities, which will then shape resource allocations and other academic and administrative decisions. 

3. The review process will involve the faculty and administrators of the program being reviewed as well as the Academic Program Review Committee. 

4. The institutional guidelines used in program review will be clearly stated, uniform, and disseminated with sufficient lead-time so that program faculty and administrators are aware of them before the review process starts. 

5. Program review is intended to provide helpful information through a process that is designed to be thorough yet not excessively burdensome to faculty and administrators. 

6. A university-wide organizational framework for program review will be developed and consistently implemented. Program review will become an integral part of each program's and the University's ongoing strategic planning and assessment processes. 
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
