This is an Agreement by and between Western Kentucky University (the "University") and the Student listed above.

In order to fix tuition expenses for this incoming first-time, full-time undergraduate Student, the University agrees to accept payment in full of such Student's tuition at the University's tuition rates listed below for the semesters selected. Terms of Agreement

In consideration of its receipt of the total prepaid tuition set forth above, the University agrees that the same will constitute payment in full of the Student's tuition in the University for the aggregate number of qualifying terms set forth above, subject to the following terms and conditions.

1) Payment

No later than the first day of the first semester that the incoming first-time, full-time undergraduate student attends Western Kentucky University, the Student will pay to the University the total prepaid tuition by certified check.  If payment is not received by the University on or before the designated date, then this agreement shall be null and void.  

2) Refunds

(a) If the Student withdraws, is suspended or expelled or otherwise leaves the University, the student may request in writing that the University will refund any unused tuition at the Agreement rate. If the Student withdraws or is dismissed during a term, the refund for that term will be determined in accordance with the University's policy concerning tuition refunds as then in effect.  All refunds are subject to the University’s right of offset as noted below.  In either event, this agreement will become null and void.

(b) Refunds will be paid directly to the Student.

(c) The Student may elect to continue to participate in the plan if the Student's absence or withdrawal from the University does not exceed one semester and the unused balance of the prepaid tuition remains with the University.

(d) If the Student undertakes a term of approved study at another institution as part of a university degree program, the Student may request and obtain a pro rata refund of unused tuition for that term at the Agreement rate. If refund is made, the term during which the study occurred will be counted against the number of qualifying terms under this Agreement. If the Student does not request a refund for the term approved for transfer of credit, that term will not be counted against the number of qualifying terms under this Agreement.

(e) Under no circumstances will the University pay interest on any portion of the Total Prepaid Tuition or any amount refunded hereunder.

(f) If the number of qualifying terms specified in the Agreement are not fully utilized as a result of a Student's early graduation or transfer of course credit to the University, the Student may receive a pro rata refund set forth above.  Such refund will be made within 30 days of the date the degree is awarded or the receipt of notification by the Bursar’s Office that the Student has transferred.

3) Offset of Refunds

The University reserves the right and the Student agrees to offset any amounts refundable hereunder against any amounts owed to the University by the Student, whether or not then due, including, without limitation, any other tuition or non-tuition charges incurred by the Student.  Such amounts owed to the University may include but are not limited to:  room and board charges, emergency loan fund, parking tickets, lost library books, residence hall damage, fines, unpaid bookstore charges, etc.  In the event that a Student is prohibited from registering for the Fall or Spring Semester due to an outstanding debt to the University for a prior semester, or is canceled due to such a debt, the University reserves the right to terminate this Agreement after exercising its right to offset any amounts refundable.

4) Scope of Agreement 

a) This Agreement covers only full-time (12 – 18 credit hours) tuition charges for Fall and Spring Semesters as defined by the University (exclusive of Summer session and any other enrollment periods) and in no way limits the University’s rights regarding other charges, including, without limitation, the right to increase University charges for items not covered hereby (i.e. room, meal plans, Summer tuition and other enrollment periods, athletic fees, course fees and other University charges.)  Any charges for courses which exceed 18 credit hours per semester are expressly excluded from this Agreement.  Any charges not included in this Agreement will be billed separately to the Student and become payable to the University at the then-current rate at the time the charges are made.  The Student cannot draw against the funds deposited for this Prepaid Tuition Agreement for any other purpose.   This Agreement does not include payments of any program other than regular tuition rates.  In the event that a Student enrolls in a special program that requires charges beyond the regular tuition rates, the payment will cover the cost of on-campus tuition for that semester and the Student will be responsible for paying the difference between the on-campus tuition rate and any other special program charges.

b) In no way does this Agreement limit the University’s rights with respect to matters financial, academic, disciplinary or otherwise, not covered by this agreement.

c) This Agreement in no way limits the University's right to increase room, board or other charges. 

d) This Agreement and its benefits may not be assigned by the Student to any other individual or applied to any other Student.
