Responsibilities:

As the principal administrator of the department, the chair provides leadership in the areas of curriculum planning, workload assignments, personnel matters, budget recommendations, facilities management and faculty development. Salary is commensurate with experience and qualifications. All qualified individuals are encouraged to apply, including women, minorities, persons with disabilities and disabled veterans.
