Qualifications for Tenure-Track Position

Qualifications include an earned doctorate with an emphasis in Accounting (ABDs near completion may also be considered).  Professional certification is desirable.  Experienced applicants should have a proven record of quality teaching and research, with publications in refereed journals.  New doctorates or ABDs should have potential for quality teaching and research.  Applicants should be well-versed in current technology and should have strong technical skills.  Teaching excellence and student engagement are stressed and research is expected.  Compensation is competitive and rank is subject to the applicant’s qualifications.  The normal teaching load for assistant/associate professors engaged in research is nine hours per semester.  
Qualifications for James R. Meany Professorship  

Qualifications include an earned doctorate with an emphasis in Accounting, with professional certification highly desirable.  Applicants for the endowed professorship should also have a documented record of effective teaching and a willingness to teach at all levels.  Additionally, candidates are expected to have a distinguished and on-going record of research, culminating in publications in refereed journals.  Applicants should have strong technical skills and an interest in integrating technology in instruction.      Teaching excellence and a high level of student engagement are stressed.  Faculty holding endowed professorships are expected to provide leadership in the area of scholarly activity and a willingness to collaborate with colleagues in research activities.  The successful candidate should be willing to assume a significant role in achieving the academic and professional mission of the Department of Accounting.  Rank and teaching load are subject to the applicant’s qualifications.   Compensation is competitive.

Western Kentucky University is a public university, offering undergraduate and graduate programs to approximately 18,000 students.  Of the 2,000 students in the Ford College of Business, approximately 300 are accounting majors.  We are located in Bowling Green, a city with a population of 50,000, situated approximately 110 miles south of Louisville and 65 miles north of Nashville.
