Purpose of Position 

The Research and Teaching Postdoctoral Fellowship is responsible for teaching undergraduate courses and researching Cell and Molecular Biology.  Fellowship term is one year with the opportunity of renewal for an additional year with available funding.
Primary Job Functions

The following duties are customary for this position, but are not to be construed as all-inclusive.  Duties may be added, deleted, and assigned based on management discretion and institutional needs.

· Conduct research in collaboration with a faculty member at Western Kentucky University.
· Apprenticeship in teaching that will involve pedagogical training in a variety of course types and learning how to guide undergraduate researchers.

· Participate in regularly scheduled meetings of the faculty mentor’s research group and in departmental faculty meetings at which curricular issues are discussed.

· Investigating the molecular mechanisms of transcriptional regulation of the phosphorylase kinase (PhK) gene family and the role of nitric oxide signaling in myofibroblast growth and differentiation.

Minimum Training and Experience Required

Ph.D. in Molecular and Cell Biology and/or Biochemistry at the time of appointment and be interested in a career in undergraduate education and research.

Knowledge and Skills Required
Prior molecular analysis skills (PCR, DNA and RNA isolation and manipulation, animal cell culture, cloning) are a plus; must be self-motivated and have excellent communication, organization, and time management skills.

Must be able to integrate themselves into the research projects of the laboratory which include investigating the molecular mechanisms of transcriptional regulation of the phosphorylase kinase (PhK) gene family, and the role of nitric oxide signaling in myofibroblast growth and differentiation; opportunities for professional development in research and teaching, and mentoring will be an important component of this position.
