
 

The School of Journalism & Broadcasting will award a number of scholarships to incoming freshmen.  
 
Each applicant must complete the scholarship form and mail it to the Journalism Scholarship Committee: Western 
Kentucky University, School of Journalism & Broadcasting, 1906 College Heights Blvd. #11070 Bowling Green, KY 
42101-1070. Deadline for filing is February 15. The SchoolÕs Scholarship Committee will make the selections. 
 
Each applicant is responsible for distributing the Publications AdvisorÕs Recommendation form and the Journalism 
TeacherÕs Recommendation form to the proper persons. Each applicant also is responsible for ensuring that the forms 
are mailed by February 15.  
 
Among the criteria in the selection process are: Grade-point average; the studentÕs standing in his or her high school 
graduating class; recommendations by the studentÕs publications advisor or journalism teacher; test scores; with 
emphasis on the ACT (or SAT) composite and English (or verbal); performance in leadership positions on high 
school publications; sustained interest and involvement beyond work in high school publications, to include 
performance in journalism workshops and part-time or summer work on newspaper; and honors and awards received 
by the applicant.   
 
If the applicantÕs publications advisor is also the journalism teacher, an English teacher who is familiar with the 
studentÕs writing skills should complete the journalism teacherÕs form. 
 
 

School Scholarships are:  

¥ College Heights Herald Journalism Scholarships; open to freshmen planning to major in 
print journalism, photojournalism or advertising; $100 to $500 each, non-renewable; variable 
number of scholarships to be awarded annually.  
¥ Virginia Wood Davis Scholarships; open to needy, journalistically promising students in 
print journalism; $1,000 for freshmen, sophomore, junior and senior student; renewable; based on 
need and journalism potential. Applicants must submit a statement headed ÒVirginia Wood Davis 
Scholarship Needs StatementÓ that describes financial need and explains why they want to become 
professional journalists.  
¥ Joseph A. Dear Memorial Scholarship; open to minority students in print journalism, 
advertising, or photojournalism; based on scholarship, leadership, involvement in publications, 
aptitude and attitude; $600 each, six scholarships awarded annually.  
¥ Donald W. Reynolds Foundation Journalism Scholarship; for freshmen planning to major 
in print journalism, photojournalism or advertising, $300 each; non-renewable; one such 
scholarship available.

It is extremely important that students seeking scholarships from Western apply directly to  
the UniversityÕs Office of Admissions.

Col lege Heights Herald staff positions  

Many journalism students work on The College Heights Herald, the University newspaper that is 
published twice weekly. While a student is not eligible for the paid staff until he or she has 
completed at least one year in residence, new reporters join the Òlearning staffÓ and work their 
way onto the paid staff. In other words, each staff member must first earn his or her position 
here.  
While some positions are paid, the larger compensation, by far, cannot be measured in dollars. 
Competition for professional jobs upon graduation is stiff. Few editors will hire interns or 
journalism graduates who have no on-the-job training, and The Herald provides that valuable 
experience.  

Internship, Job Placement  

All full -time School of Journalism & Broadcasting faculty members have solid professional 
experience. With seasoned professionals on the faculty, itÕs no wonder that editors contact 
WesternÕs School of Journalism & Broadcasting when they need a reporter or an editor or a 
photographer or an advertising representative. WesternÕs job placements in journalism pay 
dividends in full-time jobs for graduates and summer internships for advanced students.
