	As the data provided show, our students met the assessment goals for each outcome. We have a strong program and we prepare our students to be workforce-ready. We were tasked by CAPE to transform our program. We researched what the leading benchmark and regional universities offered and what the workplace required and developed four new concentrations: Health Sciences and Health Care, International Business, Communication, and Legal Studies. These concentrations were finally approved in May, 2019, and have been implemented. We have worked diligently to publicize these concentrations with our Spanish majors and minors, undeclared students, and any student who inquires about Spanish classes. We have also communicated through the different advisors and colleges at WKU, and especially our “partners” for the concentrations, such as Health and Human Services. After the spring semester, we will evaluate whether the assessments need to be modified to better work with the courses and concentrations we have in place, as well as with the objectives, to better prepare our students for the workplace. As part of our transformation, we also researched and developed four certificates.  The Certificate in Spanish [the development of language skills at the intermediate low level] was approved at the end of Spring of 2021 and will begin in the Fall of 2021.

	Our success rate is part of a coordinated and deliberate effort to work with Spanish majors throughout their undergraduate career to help them 1) become better readers, 2) be able to identify different parts of a text such as characters, plot, and setting, and 3) be able to write an analytical essay. This effort goes hand in hand with our efforts to foster their language development in the four skills of writing, listening, speaking, and reading, as well as their understanding and use of more complex vocabulary and grammatical structures to advance their communication goals. In SPAN 374 and SPAN 376, we guide students throughout the course so they will be able to analyze different literary genres within each historical period, and work with them step by step in developing their analytical essay.

	Since two of the three measures met their targets fully and one partially, we deem this target for this SLO to be met. As part of our program transformation process, we had conversations with the Dean's office throughout the 2019/2020 academic year about implementing an assessment such as the STAMP test after students complete SPAN 370, which is the mid-point in the Spanish program. This plan was crystallized in spring 2021. We were able to budget to implement the STAMP test for this mid-point assessment and all the students in SPAN 370 took it during the spring 2021 semester. In our prior conversations with the Dean's office, we had emphasized the importance of using the program mid-point STAMP assessment to help students identify their weakest skill areas and improve them. Although using a standardized test has certain limitations, it seems to be the most feasible way to: 1) show students what they can do with their language skills, assess their proficiency level, and allow them to set goals for the future in the four skills of reading, writing, listening and speaking, and 2) implement appropriate activities to foster improved proficiency language learning outcomes in our Spanish program. We had also had conversations with the Dean's office about using the same instrument as an exit assessment of our graduating seniors. However, we were not able to marshal sufficient resources to implement STAMP exit testing, and it is still pending the necessary resource allocation. To implement this plan and make it worthwhile going forward, additional funding is needed. It must cover not only the cost of STAMP assessment at the program mid-point, but also provide a course release for a professor to develop materials and provide individualized guidance to each student to address the specific weaknesses this testing identifies. Furthermore, it must also cover the cost of STAMP exit assessments for graduating seniors to evaluate the effectiveness of these interventions. It will be up to the university to recognize the relevance and importance of this plan and to approve the necessary funding.

	As indicated above, our students met the assessment goal. As the first step, we implemented the STAMP test at mid-semester and then asked students to reflect on their test performance.
