Service Standardization
Service hours are awarded for:

1. Actual time for active participation in any service project which benefits the campus, community, or nation.

2. Committee and preparatory work directly related to a service project, which benefits the campus, community, or nation.

3. Committee or preparatory and /or additional work involved in an event if the proceeds from this event benefit a charitable cause, scholarship funds, or an organization’s service project. 
4. Donations or gifts of money provided by members to service projects or nonprofit organizations. The equivalent of one hour for each $20.00 donated is the standard base used.
5. Collection of soda tabs, UPC codes, yogurt lids, coupons, etc. to various organizations can be used as service hours. The equivalent of one hour for each 20 items collected is the standard base used. Donations of food, clothing, etc. should be based on the $20.00 value per one hour of service as the standard base. 

Service hours are not awarded for: 
1. Attendance at board or organization meetings.

2. Attendance at social events including ceremonial events, installations, inductions, parties, dinners, and/or cookouts, etc.

3. Performance of duties and fulfilling the responsibilities in an unpaid work environment (i.e. filing reports, answering letters, etc.).
NOTE: Defining charitable cause (unrelated to a nonprofit) is determined by the designated staff at the ALIVE Center when submitting hours.
