· Does this project build capacity of the community being served?
· Will this project be sustainable?
· Does this project incorporate reflection of the service-learning process?
· Applicants must also provide a description of all background research that has been done determining that this project is worthy of grant funding. A description of background research includes a detailed history of the non-profit or civic organization, individual, or family with which the group is partnering.
