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Anthropology Club

Abbreviated Constitution

Name:  

The name of the club shall be the “Anthropology Club.”  

The official website address is http://www.wku.edu/anthclub/ (as of 2005).

Purpose:

The purpose of the club is to stimulate and maintain interest in anthropology at Western Kentucky University and the community of Bowling Green within the rules and regulations of the university and the community of Bowling Green.
Advisor:  

The Academic Advisor for the club will be an anthropology professor.  The responsibilities of the advisor will be to provide anthropological mentorship.

Meetings:  

Meetings will be held twice per month on the 1st and the 3rd Wednesday of each month during the academic year.

Officers:  

The offices of President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer (and other positions) will be filled yearly.  Club members can nominate a person or people can nominate themselves.  The person receiving the majority of open or anonymous votes will be elected.  In case of a tie, a second election will take place with anonymous ballots.  If an officer must leave their position during an academic year, an active club member can be nominated to take his/her place for the interim period until the next official election.

General Duties:

President:  To preside over meetings and act as the spokesperson of the Club.

Vice-President:  To oversee and direct committees, along with the President.

Secretary:  To take the minutes and attendance at meetings, as well as handle other necessary paperwork.

Treasurer:  To handle the banking and accounting of the Club.

Public Relations (new 2005):  To handle the making and distributing of any advertising needed for Club events and activities.

Historian (new 2004):  In charge of photographing events the Club is involved in and collecting photos others may take.

Webmaster (new 2005):  In charge of distributing information about the Club on the official website.

Membership:  

An active member will be considered as such upon regular attendance of meetings and active participation in club activities and events.

Service Hours:  

Active membership also depends on hours of service to the Club (this included officers).  These will be based upon time spent as participants in various committees, fund-raising, public relation activities, planning trips and events, etc.

**An active member may benefit from Club funds while attending professional meeting and other such related activities only if a meaningful amount of service hours have been spent.  Funds will be determined on an individual basis.  Approval of all officers and the faculty advisor will be required in each case where supplemental Club funding is concerned.
