Good News about Solar and Renewable Energy in Kentucky
The renewable energy industry has been growing dramatically in the U.S. and globally over the past decade, yet has been slower to expand in Kentucky. Key policies that have driven this growth include having: (1) a Renewable Portfolio Standards (RPS), that sets a minimum percentage of the total energy to come from renewables, and (2) a Feed-In-Tariff (FIT) that pays a premium for renewable energy produced. HB 239 addresses both of these policies.  The hundreds of solar installations across KY today demonstrate that solar energy works here. America’s first net-zero-energy school was built at Richardsville Elementary School, and Bowling Green also has Kentucky’s largest solar installation, 2 MW, at Scotty’s Warehouse in the north industrial park.
