You are cordially invited to attend the 2007 Western Kentucky University/Ohio University Forensics Fiesta.  The tournament will be held on the campus of Western Kentucky University in Bowling Green, Kentucky on September 28-30. EVENTS:
Debate: Competition will be offered in NPDA and NFA-LD debate and all 11 AFA-NIET events.  Both NPDA and NFA-LD will follow the standard rules and procedures as outlined by those organizations.  The topic announcement for NPDA will be in Garrett Conference Center 103 and preparation time will be 20 minutes.  These 20 minutes are INCLUSIVE of the time it takes to get to your room.  Please take that into consideration during your preparation time.
If entries are sufficient, a Novice division of LD will be held.  For this tournament, a “novice” is anyone in their first semester of college forensics.

Individual Events:

Two preliminary rounds and finals will be held in Individual Events.  The patterns are as follows:

Pattern A:  EXT, PERS, DUO, POI, CA, DI

Pattern B:  PRO, INF, IMP, POE, ADS
*Please note:  smaller events will only have 3 prelim rounds of competition.
Novice divisions will be held in individual events with 2 or more novice entries.  For this tournament, a “novice” is defined as someone in their first semester of college forensics.  Novice events will mostly likely have 3 prelim rounds with no finals.  WKU and OU may enter novice competitors in both halves of the swing.
Each individual may enter up to 3 events per pattern, but be sure to sign into each of your rooms BEFORE the round begins.

Those competing in NFA-LD may only enter individual events in the second half of the swing.

Extemp Prep will be located in the Garrett Conference Center Ballroom.

ENTRY DEADLINE:
Entries must be received by 4:00 PM CDT on Tuesday, September 25.  The best way to send your entry is via email:  wkufiesta@gmail.com.  You will get an e-confirmation that your entry has been received.  If you do NOT get an e-confirmation, please contact the Tournament Director immediately.  You may also fax your entry to 270-745-6341.  If you fax your entry, please follow your fax with a call confirming the entry was received legibly and in its entirety.

ENTRY FEES:
Each school must bring one judge for every 2 LD entries and one judge for every 2 Parli entries.  An IE critic covers 6 slots.  If you do not bring enough judges, there is a hefty uncovered judge fee.  In other words, please attempt to fulfill your commitment. PLEASE NOTE:  A judge may cover 2 parli entries and 6 IE slots BUT if they do, they will judge a minimum of 9 preliminary rounds + elimination rounds.  Judges MAY NOT cover LD and IEs.

If you must drop an entry, phone in or e-mail the drop early so that we may make appropriate changes.  The drop fee becomes more unpleasant with each passing day.  Finally, there is no excuse for a student not showing up to a round or being an unreported drop; consequently a stiff nuisance fee is included.  Students may and are encouraged to compete in both NPDA and NFA-LD.  The schedule is designed so students can compete in both.

All fees (entries, judges, drops, and no-shows/unreported drops) must be paid for any entry from a school to be eligible to advance to any final or elimination round or to be eligible to win any sweepstakes award.
SCHEDULE:
The schedule is extremely tight, but due to the high interest level in this tournament, we are expecting double-octafinals in both LD and Parli. There are 6 preliminary rounds of NPDA debate and 6 preliminary rounds of NFA-LD.  There are 2 preliminary rounds in each pattern of individual events.  The headquarters for our tournament is the Garrett Conference Center, which is the site of registration, ballot pick-up and drop-off, judges’ lounge, and limited food services.  All rounds will be held in nearby classroom buildings.

AWARDS:
DEBATE:

Awards will be given to any elimination round participants and the top 10 speakers in each debate division in each event.  

INDIVIDUAL EVENTS:

Awards will be given to all final round participants.  Novice finalists will receive certificates.  Each half of the swing will also offer an Individual Sweeps award.  To be eligible, competitors must have 4 individual events.  The top 3 will receive an award.  
SWEEPSTAKES:

In Debate, the top 5 schools will receive sweepstakes awards.  Each win in preliminary rounds is worth 1 point.  Sweepstakes will count the best 4 competitors in each event from each school.  Novice divisions will earn ½ the points of open divisions.
In Individual Events, the top 5 schools will receive sweepstakes awards at each tournament.  Point will be awarded on the following for finalists (1st = 12 points, 2nd  = 10 points, 3rd = 8 points, 4th = 6 points, 5th = 4 points, 6th = 2 points, with all semifinalists receiving 2 points).  Novice events will earn ½ the points of open events.

There will be 3 overall sweepstakes awards given for those schools that competed in debate and individual events across both halves of the swing.
