ROBERT J. WURSTER SCHOLARSHIP & INTERNATIONAL 

STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT AWARD
There are three Robert J. Wurster Scholarships for international students and one Int’l Student Achievement Award available for the 2016-2017 academic year.  

The Wurster Scholarship is for returning F-1 students and consists of a $450 credit to the student’s tuition/fees account during the fall and spring semesters.  There is no GPA requirement for this award.  Graduate or undergraduate students may apply.

The International Student Achievement Award requires that the F-1 or J-1 student must have an overall GPA of 3.0 and, specifically, a GPA of 3.5 in the student’s declared major.  The student must have completed at least 48 hours at WKU toward a degree.  The award consists of a one-time award of $325.  (This award is for UNDERGRADUATE students only).

A requirement of both of these scholarships is that recipients volunteer for the International Student Office for 20 hours per semester during the academic year 2016 - 2017.
