(Criteria For Judging On Reverse Side)

Summary of Rules

The maximum time for Storytelling is eight minutes and the minimum time is five minutes, including a required introduction.  There is a thirty second grace period, after which the student must be dropped in rank/rating in preliminary rounds and disqualified in semi-finals and finals.  Either a complete story or an excerpt from a longer one may be used, and the story may be either humorous or serious.  The story must be memorized, and the storyteller may sit on the floor (not in a chair), stand, or use a limited stage area to tell the story.  The use of costumes, props, or furniture of any kind is prohibited.

A. Sense of performance and presence: Was the student in control of the performance and the audience?

B. Use of the voice: Did the student demonstrate good speech habits as they would pertain to the story?

C. Use of the body: Did the student develob character posture, facial expressions, and gestures appropriate to the story and to the characters in the story?

D. Clarity of the narrative: Were various incidents clearly related?
