Geoscience-Teachers-in-the-Parks Internship

Mammoth Cave National Park is pleased to announce the availability of two GeoScience Teacher-in-the-Park Internship positions for the summer of 2011.  

Successful candidates will have the opportunity to work and study with both park and visiting scientists, learn scientific field work techniques and protocol, and contribute to the scientific knowledge of our unique Karst area.  Each Teacher Intern will be given the ability to work on a variety of research projects which relate to our local karst topography.  Mammoth Cave staff will try to match specific assignments to each teacher's area(s) of interest.

The program requires each candidate to complete 200 hours of program field work at Mammoth Cave National Park; to offer two public presentations; and to assist other teachers in understanding the local karst landscape.   Teachers are asked to use their summer experience to stimulate interest and understanding among students and community members in the value of locally conducted scientific research. 

Each successful candidate will be allowed to participate in the WKU-Mammoth Cave Karst Field Studies courses offered in June (space permitting); will receive a stipend of $1,500; and will receive an additional $500 of educational funding that can be applied towards geoscience related classes or conference fees.

Classroom teachers in grades Primary through High School are eligible to apply.   Pre-service teacher applicants will be considered for one of the Internship positions.
