· Concerns about food handling and hygiene were addressed including obtaining gloves to serve the food.

· Paul and Cori have created flyer designs to advertise the barbecue. John will make color copies of the flyer while individual members will use their student accounts to print black and white flyers. The flyers will be posted around the academic buildings as well as the residence halls on Monday morning, October 9.

· Jeffrey suggested doing additional market research to help estimate the quantity of supplies we need and how much revenue we can anticipate

· Emily proposed that we only buy enough supplies for the first day of the barbecue and then gauge how much we need to buy for the second day.

· We decided on the following price scale:

· $4 for a burger (or two hot dogs), chips, and a soft drink

· $3 for a hot dog, chips, and a soft drink

· We decided to use tinfoil to wrap the burgers and hot dogs. We also decided to use small packages for condiments.
