The Division of Occupational Safety and Health ­ Cal/OSHA ­ is seeking an occupational health and safety professional with experience in health education, interacting with diverse worker populations, and producing multi-lingual publications accessible to workers and small business owners to coordinate a three-year project to evaluate, update and translate Cal/OSHA publications on workplace safety and health.

 

The part-time position will involve the following tasks:

 

EUR Develop a list of priority themes for DOSH publications needed by worker populations, especially non-English-speaking workers, via interviews with key informants, focus groups, surveys, etc., of target worker populations, as well as surveying DOSH field personnel who interact with the public;

 

EUR Identify what existing DOSH publications match these themes/needs; and determine whether existing publications need updates, or revisions, or complete re-writes;

 

EUR Coordinate the revision of materials and development of new materials done by internal and external resources; and

 

EUR Coordinate the translation of final English materials into appropriate languages.

 

The first phase of the three-year project will focus on evaluation, prioritization and revision of existing publications as well as the development of new ones. The coordinator will be expected to write a portion of the materials, and to coordinate with both internal and outside experts for all revised and new materials to generate technically accurate, reader-accessible publications.
