General Guidelines for
Proposals to Suspend a Course


· This form is used to suspend a course. A suspended course remains in the university course inventory but is not currently offered or listed in the university catalog.

· Proposals to suspend existing courses are consent items on the UCC agenda.

· Each proposal to suspend a course must be accompanied by a completed Course Inventory Form. Proposals lacking the form will not be considered by the UCC and will be returned to the sponsoring department/unit.

· A course may be suspended for no more than four years. If a suspended course is not reactivated within four years, the course will be deleted automatically from the active course inventory.

· If the suspended course is a requirement in any program, a proposal to revise that program must be submitted.

· Item 3 should indicate if/how suspension of the course will affect completion of a major, minor, associate degree, certificate program or graduate program and/or, if known, students in other departments.
