Books.


This interesting story is about a seven year old boy and his sisters and how they started a wreath-making business, which profited $16,000 over six years, and even included marketing and investing.  (2nd - 4th grades)  [I, IV, VII]

McCarthy, P.  (2002).  Henry Ford:  Building cars for everyone.  Berkeley Heights, NJ:  Enslow.

This is the biography of an American inventor and his role in making automobiles practical and affordable for the general public.  (4th - 6th grades)  [II, VII, VIII]
