Using CorelDraw to make maps:  Due Friday, Nov. 14, 2008

1.  Open your Project 1 map in ArcMap.  In data view, scale the map such that is shows your area of interest and note the scale. 

2.  Next in data view, export the map as a jpg.  (Be sure to put the jpg in your Project 1 file). 
3.  Switch to Layout view and apply the same scale.  

4) Open Corel Draw.

5).Use the page setup function, make your work area 9 wide x 12 wide.  Make the orientation portrait.

6)You will now import the map graphic that you made in ArcGIS.  Do this by clicking on PLACE.  This will ask where you graphic is located (you should know this).  Place the graphic on your work area.

7) Using the text function in Corel Draw, give your map a title and a sub title.

8) Legend.  You can import the legend from ArcGIS by going to the layout view, clicking on the legend and then copying and pasting it into your corel document.

9) Do the same with the scale and the north arrow.

10) Put a frame line around your map by using the “box” function (I will demonstrate in class).  Make the box some color other than white.

11) Change the line width of the box to 2ppt.

12) Include a short text box that explains what your map shows.

13) Be sure to include all of the rest of the map elements we discussed in class. Include an inset map.
14) Be sure to save your work periodically.  When you are finished with the map, export it either as a jpg or “publish” it as a pdf and then post it on your website with a link that says CorelDraw Tutorial Map.
