PROPOSAL SUBMISSION DEADLINE

Audience size will range from 15 to 25 participants. Faculty, staff and students must submit a 150-400 word 

abstract identifying the intended strand and format for the proposed session, at least two learning outcomes, and 

session design. Please also include audio/visual and presentation needs (e.g. Powerpoint, monitors, flip chart, 

markers, etc.), presentation title and speaker bio. Presenters are responsible for their own computer. Student 

presenters must register for the conference.
