Goal

The goal of the scholarship is to provide $500 to support student participation in a KIIS study abroad program during 2023. 


Background

The Kentucky Institute for International Studies or KIIS is a non-profit consortium of universities and colleges that offers summer term, winter term, and semester-long programs in non-English speaking countries for WKU credit. The faculty-led programs include undergraduate courses taught in English, visits to points of interest in-country, and opportunities to engage with local communities. Programs span the globe, including Austria, Ecuador, Egypt, Japan, Mexico, and Morocco. Foreign language training is not required to participate in KIIS programs. The consor-tium serves students across the Commonwealth and in surrounding states, and its headquarters currently are on WKU’s campus. 


Scholarship Eligibility Criteria
 
WKU students must meet the following criteria to be eligible for the scholarship. 

· declared as an anthropology major or minor or a folklore minor
· completion of at least 9 hours of coursework in the departmental major or minor
· in good academic and disciplinary standing at WKU
· registered for a KIIS program in 2023


Expectations for Scholarship Recipients

WKU students who are awarded the scholarship must meet the following expectations.

· satisfactorily complete the KIIS program
· submit a written report at the conclusion of the research project or study abroad/away program using guidelines provided by the department
· acknowledge the support of the scholarship in all written and oral products using verbiage provided by the Department of Folk Studies and Anthropology
· present a paper or poster about the study abroad program at the Dr. Lindsey Powell Memorial Conference or for the departmental Brown Bag Lecture Series

· After completing their sections, students will submit the application to their departmental mentor or advisor for endorsement. Students should give mentors sufficient time to prepare their endorsements prior to the submission deadline.
· The application deadline for the 2023 award cycle is 12:00 noon on March 30, 2023. 
· Mentors will submit endorsed applications to Dr. Darlene Applegate, department chair, for review by departmental faculty. Applicants will be notified within two weeks of the deadline.
