D. Report from Graduate Dean
a. Important progress was made at today’s meeting with the approval of the MA in Criminology and the Certificate in Historic Preservation.

b. The governor is likely to now cut 2% from the higher education budget rather than the projected 4%. More information will follow. 

c. The Office of Graduate Studies and Research is moving forward to become more efficient and professional. Vendors have been consulted for an external online application, which will allow a faster response to students and better data for our office. GRE scores will cease to be hand-entered, and instead will be downloaded form a CD. The ultimate goal in Graduate Studies and Research is to become a paperless office. iCAP will assist us in going paperless. Sarah Kessler is working with the Registrar’s office on this initiative.

d. For the Fall 2008 semester there were 299 graduate assistants being paid by WKU in the sum of $2.37 million. Tuition waivers were provided for 226 students in the amount of $681,000. The average tuition waiver is $3000. The ultimate goal is to fully fund 200 GA’s and the next step is health care for graduate assistants.
