Nedra Atwell was appointed to be the Graduate Council representative to PEC
D. Report from Graduate Dean.
a. Jennifer Blair provided an overview of the Graduate Assistantships.
i. There are 282 University funded GA’s (293 total, 11 funded by grants only)
ii. $2.26 million was spent on GA stipends and $430,000 has been invested in graduate student tuition
iii. $8,600 is the average stipend amount paid to GA’s this semester
b. Sarah Kessler stated that so far 40 students have been funded for the AY08-09 with the Graduate Student Conference & Research Travel in the sum of about $8,600. About $8,900 is still available. The PIE Grant received for graduate student travel was for $7,500 and Graduate Studies provided $10,000 in funding. 
c. Dean Bowker commended the committee for their passion and interest in the graduate school admissions requirements.
