had its headquarters. The sudden

In a second letter the military gov-
ernor says:

“I am anxious to have the people
feel that they can be directly reresent-
ed here for the purpose of complaints,
grievances and recommendations. At
present there seems to be a feeling that
the island is ruled by one-man power,
which is a relic of the Spanish
system. I desire to learn, so far as
possible, the views of the people; and
1, therefore, instruct the council to in-
form the mayors that they may send
here on or before December 19 two del-
egates from each mayoralty, one lib-
eral and one radical, to be chosen by
the respective municipal councils.

In the case of a town where the two
political parties do not exist, or where
one: does not, its mayor and council
may choose non-partisans in their best
discretion. The object is to enable me
to come into direet contact with the
people. I reserve to myself abso-
lute right to act as I see
fit on the recommendations of such
delegates and shall not be influenced
regarding them by men now in office.
I shall listen to the voice of the people
through their delegates and shall ex-
amine and consider what they lay be-
fore me, particularly the complaint
that an unnecessary number of offi-
cers are now connected with the vari-
ous couneils.”

These letters are to be generally
published, and a copy of the second is
being sent to all post commanders,who
will report as to cases where proper
delegates are not sent.

It being evident that the civil
courts can mnot, -or will mnot, act
with sufficient promptness against

WasHINGTO ?—The course
of proceedings in the senate this week
will depend upon the disposition that
is made of the Nicaragua canal bill.
It is Semator Morgan’s intention to
call up this measure Monday, and he
has expressed the hope that he will
secure action at the Monday session.
Few of his most sanguine co-workers
agree with him in this opinion,
and the best indication is that
unless an agreement can be reached
for postponement, several days at least
will be consumed in its consideration,
The opponents of the measure will
meet its supporters with a. proposition
to defer consideration until after the
Christmas  holidays, and  they
will give as their reason for
this request the fact that the
report of the government commission

of the canal has not yet been made,
urging the importance of receiving the
information which the commission
will be able to furnish before acting
upon so important a question. If the
bill is taken up in earnest it will con-
sume the greater portion of the sen-
ate’s time until finally disposed of.

A Great Water Main in Brookiyn Bursts,
Washing Oat Foundations of Houses
and Doing Other Damage.
