An academic writing sample that demonstrates style and ability of approximately
five pages in length, double-spaced. An academic paper from the undergraduate
degree is acceptable. Any writing samples found to have been written with Al will
be rejected.

Based on application materials, selected applicants will be asked to the WKU campus for
an on-campus audition in February or March. Candidates will be assessed on their
competency in the areas of:
