He recently was named top
male speaker on campus
winning the Robinson
Oratorical Contest. And he
represented Kentucky in the
Intercollegiate  Oratorical
Association  Nationals in
Denver, Colo., last weekend.

McKinney transferred to
Western after a year at Kansas
State University. The Kappa
Alpha Psi fraternity member is
a member of Western's football
team and secretary of the
Interfraternity Council.

He will be sworn into office at
the’ June Board of Regents
meeting.
