Eligibility Requirements: 

· You must be a Theatre & Dance Department major or minor in good standing.

· Proposing Directors must have successfully completed THEA 380: Directing II with a grade of C or better.  

In addition to these basic eligibility criteria, the following will also considered when making decisions about which proposals will be given the green light:

· Artistic vision: strength of proposed production concept.

· Do-ability: realistic alignment between proposed production concept and available departmental production support resources.  The underlying assumption here is that well written, small cast, technically simple productions are much more likely to achieve high quality production values, and will be given priority consideration.
