REPORT FROM THE CHAIR
The Chair said he had a concern he would like to voice; he said that as he was looking at some proposals a month or so ago, along with looking at the course catalog for courses being taught this fall and noticed we are now offering a number of courses that are for Gatton Academy only, (which was created for the purpose of high school students living on campus, taking courses with college students getting the university experience.)  However he has noticed full sections of courses that are “Gatton” only that Western students are not allowed to take, and we have professors at the university now that teach the high school Gatton students only.  This causes concerns that what began as a program to bring high school students to mix with college students and to get them college credits in a college atmosphere is becoming something different where WKU faculty is teaching high school students high school classes.  Chair McMichael said he sees this as a concern that should be voiced, and he will voice this concern again at the University Senate.  He made it clear, he has no complaint with the Gatton Academy and what it was doing to help high school students get the university experience, his concern is courses being taught solely for those students with full time WKU professors teaching Gatton students only.

Ms. Eggleton said several thousand students will have already been registered by that time, and she noted that once priority registration begins, we can’t make course revisions. Ms. Eggleton said any new courses or course revisions that do not involve Banner information are not affected by the implementation date.
