Each semester more than 100 students, including approximately 30 from WKU, study here during the week and then use the weekends to travel all over Europe. “I had no idea the vast amount of countries I’d be able to travel to….  I did not anticipate getting so immersed in the culture.”
Todd Shellhamer says he came to WKU primarily to take advantage of the opportunities at Harlaxton.  
 “You learn about all these things in America and you think they’re old but then you go to Rome and you see the coliseum and you go to Paris and see the Eiffel Tower.”
Kristen Lyons says one of her favorite moments was a trip to Venice that she had been dreaming of since fourth grade. 
 “There’s the canals and the gondolas and the colorful buildings and that moment I was like, I’m here like I’m living my dream.”
Shelby Newton says all the travel is definitely a big part of the learning experience. 
 “I’m far more confident than I ever was and if problems arise I’ve learned how to problem solve my way through it and not necessarily freak out.”
 “I grew a lot as a person.  I know how to travel on my own now.  I don’t feel as dependent on my parents for everything.”
